This workbook is for young students, ages 4-6, who are learning letters for the yrst time or for
somewhat older students who have not yet mastered letters. These latter students may or may
not have some learning issues. This book provides reinforcement and practice for the associa-
tion of letter shapes with letter sounds and for the correct formation of letters. It is designed to be
used with either Stevensonis Letters Teacheris Manual or The Beginning Green Teacheris Manual
and /or the Beginning Level Teaching Cards from the Stevenson Language Skills Program. For
teachers who are already familiar with those Stevenson materials, it will be obvious how the pages
in this workbook can be correlated to them. If you are a teacher who is new to the Stevenson
Program, you will ynd the coordination of these materials easy once you take a brief look through
this workbook and the manual you are using with it. However, on the following page you will also
ynd a table that correlates the books. Notice that the Integral Number is listed yrst. Every letter
(as well as many letter patterns) in the Beginning Level is given an Integral Number to help you
coordinate core materials with supplementary items. You will ynd the Integral Number useful if
you are using different books with different kinds of students moving at different rates.

The activities in this workbook are heavily focused on individual letters. A few vowel patterns,
such as the oa fifriends,0 are included as optional activities. If you are using this book in conjunc-
tion with The Beginning Green Level Teacheris Manual, you should include the sections on the
vowel patterns. In that book, letter instruction is integrated with word instruction. If you are us-
ing Stevensonis Letters Teacheris Manual, you have the option of either teaching the letters in
conjunction with their use in words, or simply teaching the letters in isolation, as is often done in
conventional kindergarten instruction.

The pages in this book include numerous opportunities for students to print letters with correct
formation. Such activities are intended both to reinforce sound-symbol association using kines-
thetic tasks and to develop good handwriting habits. However, mastery of printing is usually not
required until yrst grade, so you should not expect kindergarten or preschool students to print
with precision. If you would like material speciycally focused on printing skills, obtain Stevensonis
Letters Printing Workbook.

Next students trace the lowercase and
capital versions of the letter to associate the two symbols with each other. Finally, in the last two lines,
students trace the letters yrst, then print the letters on their own in the blank lines.
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
